It’s time to think about the Cookie Walk for 
this year.  Dates for this year are Saturday and 
Sunday December 9 and 10. 

The Cookie Walk has been St. Paul’s con-
sistent fund-raising activity over the last dec-
ade. 

Ticket purchasers “walk” along the cookie tables and choose their 
cookies.  We will continue our basic walk for cookies but will offer 
other baked and prepared items, like cinnamon rolls, pies, and fruit 
jams.  We will advertise on our sign so we should expect walk-ins.   

We need Cookie Bakers, Cookie Walkers, Backstage Arrang-
ers, and Ticket takers. But also, volunteers for set up, take down, 
and decorating.  Sign-up sheets will be in the narthex by early No-
vember.   

Cookie Bakers are key.  Our goal is 6,000 cookies.  This is 200 
batches of about 30 cookies each.
