The Lessons
The first lesson is from Isaiah 6:1-8

In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a
throne, high and lofty; and the hem of his robe filled the temple. Ser-
aphs were in attendance above him; each had six wings: with two they
covered their faces, and with two they covered their feet, and with two
they flew. And one called to another and said:

“Holy, holy, holy is the LOrRD of hosts; the whole earth is full of



his glory.”

The pivots on the thresholds shook at the voices of those who
called, and the house filled with smoke. And I said: “Woe 1s me! I am
lost, for I am a man of unclean lips, and I live among a people of un-
clean lips; yet my eyes have seen the King, the LOrD of hosts!” Then
one of the seraphs flew to me, holding a live coal that had been taken
from the altar with a pair of tongs. The seraph touched my mouth with
it and said: “Now that this has touched your lips, your guilt has depart-
ed and your sin is blotted out.”

No one has ascended into heaven except the one who
descended from heaven, the Son of Man. And just as Moses lifted up the ser-
pent in the wilderness, so must the Son of Man be lifted up, that whoever be-
lieves in him may have eternal life.

Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Savior?

Do you promise to follow and obey him as your Lord?

Will you who witness these vows do all in your power to support this per-
son in his life in Christ?
We will.

Let us join with those who are committing themselves to Christ and renew
our own baptismal covenant.

Do you believe in God the Father?
I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth.

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God?

I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord. He was conceived by
the power of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary. He suffered
under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He descend-
ed to the dead. On the third day he rose again. He ascended into heav-
en, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again to
judge the living and the dead.

Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit?

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion
of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the
life everlasting.

Will you continue in the apostles' teaching and fellowship, in the breaking
of bread, and in the prayers? I will, with God's help.

Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into sin, repent
and return to the Lord?
I will, with God's help.

Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in Christ?
I will, with God's help.

Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as your-
self?

I will, with God's help.

Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dig-
nity of every human being? I will, with God's help.
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Let us now pray for this person who is to receive the Sacrament of new
birth.
