The Lessons 

The first lesson is from Jeremiah 23:1-6 
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The Word of the Lord. 

Thanks be to God. 

Psalm 23 

1 The Lඈඋൽ is my shepherd; * 
I shall not be in want. 

2 He makes me lie down in green pastures * 
and leads me beside still waters. 

3 He revives my soul * 
and guides me along right pathways for his Name's sake. 

4 Though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, 
I shall fear no evil; * 
for you are with me; 
your rod and your staff, they comfort me. 

Woe to the shepherds who destroy and scatter the sheep of my pasture! 
says the Lඈඋൽ. Therefore thus says the Lඈඋൽ, the God of Israel, con-
cerning the shepherds who shepherd my people: It is you who have scat-
tered my flock, and have driven them away, and you have not attended 
to them. So I will attend to you for your evil doings, says the Lඈඋൽ. 
Then I myself will gather the remnant of my flock out of all the lands 
where I have driven them, and I will bring them back to their fold, and 
they shall be fruitful and multiply. I will raise up shepherds over them 
who will shepherd them, and they shall not fear any longer, or be dis-
mayed, nor shall any be missing, says the Lඈඋൽ. 

The days are surely coming, says the Lඈඋൽ, when I will raise up for Da-
vid a righteous Branch, and he shall reign as king and deal wisely, and 
shall execute justice and righteousness in the land. In his days Judah 
will be saved and Israel will live in safety. And this is the name by 
which he will be called: “The Lඈඋൽ is our righteousness.” 
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5 You spread a table before me in the presence of those who trouble me;  
you have anointed my head with oil, 
and my cup is running over. 

6 Surely your goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my 
life, * 
and I will dwell in the house of the Lඈඋൽ for ever. 

 
The second reading is from Ephesians 2:11-22 

Remember that at one time you Gentiles by birth, called “the uncircumci-
sion” by those who are called “the circumcision” —a physical circumci-
sion made in the flesh by human hands— remember that you were at that 
time without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel, and 
strangers to the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in 
the world. But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been 
brought near by the blood of Christ. For he is our peace; in his flesh he 
has made both groups into one and has broken down the dividing wall, 
that is, the hostility between us. He has abolished the law with its com-
mandments and ordinances, that he might create in himself one new hu-
manity in place of the two, thus making peace, and might reconcile both 
groups to God in one body through the cross, thus putting to death that 
hostility through it. So he came and proclaimed peace to you who were far 
off and peace to those who were near; for through him both of us have ac-
cess in one Spirit to the Father. So then you are no longer strangers and 
aliens, but you are citizens with the saints and also members of the house-
hold of God, built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, with 
Christ Jesus himself as the cornerstone. In him the whole structure is 
joined together and grows into a holy temple in the Lord; in whom you 
also are built together spiritually into a dwelling place for God.

Blessings and Celebrations 
Presentation of a Child to God 

Let us pray. 

“Life is God’s greatest gift to us.  The life of a newborn child is the fami-
ly’s greatest sign of blessing.  Since we have received the gift of a new life, 
we come to present Jelani Jett Gutierrez-Gardner, Josiah James Gutierrez-
Gardner, and Juan Jose Garcia, Jr. to the Lord our God.  We ask that God 
bless and welcome them so that they may become a good Christian in this 
life.  

  Jelani, Josiah, and Juan, the Christian community welcomes you with 
great joy.  In its name I claim you for Christ by the sign of the cross.  I now 
trace the cross on your forehead and invite your parents and godparents to 
do the same.”   
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The celebrant makes the sign of the cross on the child’s forehead and then 
directs the parents/godparents to do the same. 

The celebrant then anoints the child with holy oil and says: 

“By anointing these children, we welcome them as a member of the family 
of Christ and we begin our journey with them toward baptism.  Jelani, Josi-
ah and Juan, we anoint you with the oil of salvation in the name of Christ, 
our savior, may he strengthen you with his power, who lives and reigns for 
ever and ever.  Amen.”
