The Lessons
The first lesson is from Isaiah 11:1-10

and a branch shall grow out of his roots.

The spirit of the LORD shall rest on him,
the spirit of wisdom and understanding,
the spirit of counsel and might,
the spirit of knowledge and the fear of the LORD.

His delight shall be in the fear of the LORD.

He shall not judge by what his eyes see,
or decide by what his ears hear;

but with righteousness he shall judge the poor,
and decide with equity for the meek of the earth;

and with the breath of his lips he shall kill the wicked.

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Matthew 3:1-

Glory to you, Lord Christ.

In those days John the Baptist appeared in the wilderness of Ju-
dea, proclaiming, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has come
near.” This is the one of whom the prophet Isaiah spoke when he

“The voice of one crying out in the wilderness:
